In the remote village of
Telesgaye, the Word of God is
taking root not just in homes, but
in the hearts of children thanks
to a small but mighty tool: the
audio Bible, fondly referred to as
the “talking radio.” 
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Kakua Ode has never been to a classroom.
In Telesgaye village, Marsabit County,
where the sun is harsh and opportunities
for women are few, girls grow up learning
how to care for homes, not how to read. 

One day, Kakua walked into something she
never imagined — her first classroom. No
desks. No chalkboard. Just women like her,
sitting together, listening. 

When the audio Bible began to play in her
own language, her face lit up. This is the
first time she truly understood God’s Word,
not through someone else, but for herself.

From a young age, Samburu boys enter a
season of warriorhood (morans), leaving
their families to live in isolated manyattas
and roam vast landscapes guarding
livestock and searching for pasture. 

When Theovision Kenya introduced the
audio Bible in Samburu, the morans
approached cautiously, circling the device
with the intensity of trained warriors. 

But as the first words of Scripture played in
their heart language, their faces softened,
and smiles appeared. Today, they travel
with the audio Bibles to watering points and
grazing fields. They chose to accept God’s
Word, carrying it with courage and faith
into their daily lives.
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After a Bible Listening training in Kwale, Theovision Kenya in partnership with County
Government of Kwale, Evangelical Lutheran Church of Kenya, World Mission Prayer
League, Mkundi Dispensary Hospital and Kwale Eye Clinic, conducted a medical camp
bringing much needed services directly to the community.
